Concerned citizens, community leaders and public
officials collaborated to prevent the area from succumbing to urban sprawl. In 1979, the
Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources began restoration of the area. The file includes a
trail guide, visitor guide/map, and flyers, brochures, and application forms from the Friends of
Havenwoods organization.
