The homes in the area are a mix of single
and multi-family homes that represents an array of Greek Revival, Queen Anne, Colonial
Revival and Italianate architectural styles. In addition to homes, the neighborhood also contains
businesses, such as the F. Mayer Boot and Shoe Company and the Jung Brewing Company. The
neighborhood is bordered on the north by North Avenue, to the east by Holton Avenue, to the
south by the Milwaukee River and Pleasant Street and to the west by Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.
Drive.
