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Abstract: George F. Moss was born in Chicago in 1871 and came to Milwaukee, ca. 1891, to 

work for the Standard Paper Company. In 1908, he and others incorporated the Western States 

Envelope Company, with George serving as vice-president and general manager. He became the 

company’s president six years later. George passed away in 1940. 

 

George married Josephine Elizabeth Bearmann in 1897. Josephine studied methods on 

instructing deaf children, and she worked at the Milwaukee School for the Deaf for several years.
