The group’s name
changed in 1942 to The Florentine Opera Chorus to, in Anello’s words, “honor the birthplace of
opera as we know it.” In 1950, the Chorus became a private venture and expanded beyond
operatic choral performances to the production of complete operas. As a result, the company

changed its name one final time to the Florentine Opera Company.
