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Abstract: Anton Palm was an early leader in the Rationalist movement who took part in the
eight-hour workday labor unrest. He was active until 1910.

Scope and Content: The collection consists of Palm’s thesis, The Road to a Better Life, written
ca. 1905 as a history and interpretation of the Rationalist Movement in Milwaukee and
Wisconsin. Also included is an explanatory letter and translation of the first 11 pages of the
German-language manuscript as well as a promotional flier from Palm’s The Convenient Store, a
five and dime store located at 1359 11" Street.
