Abstract: The Milwaukee and Wauwatosa Rapid Transit Company, chaired by Captain 

Frederick Pabst, built a streetcar line in the early 1890s along Pabst Avenue (now W. Lloyd St.). 

The company not only provided transit service to advance the development of the area just 

beyond Milwaukee’s city limits, it also linked Pabst’s downtown brewery with a company-

owned farm. 

 

Scope and Content: The collection consists of a railroad patent for the Milwaukee and 

Wauwatosa Rapid Transit Company, January 20, 1891. Frederick Pabst is one of the signers of 

the document.
