Abstract: Wilhelm Soubron was born in Bremen, Germany, in 1846. His family immigrated to
Milwaukee in 1856, where Wilhelm studied at the German-English Academy. A cigarmaker by
trade, he became one of the first to join the ranks of Milwaukee Socialists. He also devoted time
writing poetry and then began a career as a journalist with the Milwaukee Daily Herold. He
passed away in May 1917.
